The History of the Ridgeville Nurseries, Inc. (Cornihued)

On September 23, 1947 a special stockholders
meeting was called with Vice President, Ira D. VWatk
presiding. Mr. Watkins presented Mr. King, who raad

Mr. Hubert P. Burdette made the following

The board of directors elected Mr. Burdette
president and general manager to succeed Mr. Kidg a
Samuel R. Steel secretary to succeed Mr. Burdaette a
appointed him as assistant manager.

It was on April 8, 1949 that the board of directors
authorized the sale of some stock to employeesimgant
stock. On July 1, 1949 stock was issued to Kenketh
Burdette, Samuel R. Steel, Gaver Fleming, Pearl C.
Dwyer, and Frank P. Fritz. At the annual meetietylh
July 8, 1949, Kenneth E. Burdette and Samuel RelSte
were elected directors.

Mr. Gaver Fleming was elected director July 1951.
In 1951 the corporation bought the land in Howard
County known as “the farm”. With the coming of the
new U.S. 40 right-of-way, this land was acquiredtisy
State Road Commission in 1952. Sale of the old soi
field property was made in 1954. The Dorsey priyper
on the Watersville Road was purchased in 1953. The
filling station property was acquired in 1955 ahd t
building was finished in 1956.

At the annual meeting July 9, 1954 Kenneth E.
Burdette, first Vice President, reported the stepbf
nursery stock in Howard County. It was suggested t
a house be built and rent it to some person to &t
our interest. This house was completed in 1955.

In October 1957 due to the failing health of Mr.
Hubert P. Burdette, Kenneth E. Burdette assumed the
general managership of the company. Then, on Augus
14, 1958, Mr. Hubert P. Burdette resigned as Peesid
due to his disability, and recommended the follagyvin
changes in the officers in the Corporation:

Chairman of the Board - Hubert P. Burdette
President - Kenneth E. Burdette

First Vice President - Mrs. Louise H. Burdette
Second Vice President - Ira D. Watkins
Secretary and Manager - Samuel R. Steel

- Treasurer - Asa H. Watkins.

Also, Mr. Burdette recommended that Mrs. Burdette b
elected to the Board of Directors. These officenyed
the corporation until the death of Mr. Hubert, P.
Burdette in April 1962 and the death of Mrs. Louite
Burdette in October 1964. In November 1964 Mr.
Roger Burdette was elected to the Board and later t
Executive Vice President and General Manager.
