Water and Sewer Commission

Meeting Minutes – May 4, 2011
Commission members in attendance:  Chair Bob Sinclair, Council Liaison Scott Strong, Secretary Dick Swanson, Don Maxey, and Greg Siegner.  Greg Zamensky is an excused absence.  Town Engineer Barney Quinn also attended the meeting.
The meeting of the Water and Sewer Commission was called to order at 7:20 pm.

Minutes:  Greg Siegner moved to approve the minutes of the March 2, 2011 meeting   Seconded by Don Maxey and approved by unanimous vote.

Old Business:
Carroll County Water & Sewer Master Plan & Mt Airy Master Plan.  The Water and Sewer Commission reviewed the draft Carroll County Water & Sewer Master Plan.  The Commission agreed with the recommendation of the Town Engineer to use the Water Resource Element as the basis for updating the CC Master Plan.  The Commission recommended that more current language contained in the Water Resource Element (WRE) replace much of the content of the draft Carroll County Water & Sewer Master Plan sections addressing Mount Airy’s Water Supply Facilities and Sewer Facilities.  The Town Engineer will revise the draft accordingly.

 

Dick Swanson moved and Don Maxey seconded that the Water and Sewer Commission recommend that the Water Supply Facilities Planned Projects and Recommendations section include all short and long term projects listed in the System-Specific Strategies section of the WRE with two changes.  The first change recommends moving the Groundwater Wells “To Do” strategy from the Long-term Strategy section to the Short-term strategy section since exploring and developing wells within and near the Town is the current and most cost effective plan.  The second change recommends that two additional potential ground water sites be added to the Short-term “To Do” list.  Those sites are Annexation Area G in the 2003 Mount Airy Master Plan and the Parr’s Spring Branch of the Patapsco.

 

The Commission requested that after the Town Engineer updates the draft, the Commission is given the opportunity to review and comment on the revised draft.

Gas Station and Tank Installations Requirements:  As a follow-up to the Commission’s previous discussion of the adequacy of current fuel tank leak containment requirements, the Commission continued discussions on environmental safety and ground water protection requirements for underground tanks.  Chair Bob Sinclair will look into the current requirements for tank installation and maintenance.
New Business:   There was no new business.
Adjournment:  Dick Swanson moved to adjourn the meeting.  Seconded by Greg Siegner and passed by unanimous vote.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:45 pm.
