Water and Sewer Commission

Meeting Minutes – August 3, 2011

Commission members in attendance:  Chair Bob Sinclair, Secretary Dick Swanson, Don Maxey, and Greg Siegner.  Scott Strong and Greg Zamensky are excused absence.  

The meeting of the Water and Sewer Commission was called to order at 7:10 pm.

Minutes:  Don Maxey moved to approve the minutes of the June 1, 2011 meeting   Seconded by Greg Siegner and approved by unanimous vote.  There was no meeting in July.

Old Business:  Town Code Changes to Chapter 38:  Don Maxey moved that the suggested changes to Chapter 38 be approved as amended.  Seconded by Bob Sinclair and approved by unanimous vote.  The changes are as follows:

1. Add a paragraph to 38-3. Duties.

38-3A(5) The Commission shall review, approve, and make recommendations to the Mayor, Council, staff, and other commissions on matters related to water and sewer including, but not limited to, the Master Plan, Water Resource Element, and the APFO.

2. Replace Section 38-4 – Reports.

The Water and Sewer Commission shall utilize recurring and special reports and analysis prepared by staff in their deliberations. Staff will provide the Mayor and Council periodic reports on current usage, trends in usage, projected usage, capacity, and any information or analysis requested by the Mayor and/or Council and shall provide a copy to the Commission.

Mount Airy Input to Carroll County Master Plan:  The Commission will request that the Town Engineer provide the members the latest updates to the Master Plan including a list of the outer growth boundaries.  Member should review the draft Master Plan currently available on the Town's website.

New Business:  Water Well Monitoring Program:  Don Maxey recommended that the Commission ask the Town Engineer if data is collected on the level of the water table at the well sites.  If not, does the Town have the ability to collect this data.  Don Maxey moved that the Commission be sent a copy of the water well monitoring program.  Seconded by Bob Sinclair and passed by unanimous vote.

Don Maxey recommended that the Commission receive water and sewer incident reports.  The Commission agreed.

The Commission agreed to defer elections of officers.

Adjournment:  Dick Swanson moved to adjourn the meeting.  Seconded by Greg Siegner and passed by unanimous vote.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:25 pm.
