a. Speed Cameras/Twin Ridge School Zone Concern
Moxley explained that cameras are limited to ½ mile within school zones and State highway work zones.  Montgomery and Prince George’s counties have exceptions.  Rising Ridge does not fall within the ½ mile limit.  State Police are for speed cameras.  Perhaps, Councilman Helt can present this issue before Town Council and at MML.  The possibility of getting Frederick and Carroll counties within the exception as well should be reviewed.

b. Ridgeville 3-Way Stop
After extensive discussion, the Commission concluded that a 3-way stop is not an efficient way to resolve the issue.  The sharp corner was considered.  There is no reason to have crosswalks.  Many of the accidents have been weather related.
